	 Types of Patient List



	 Location List provides a list of patients on a unit or service (such as 15 North Medicine). This list is maintained by the system, admissions, transfers and discharges are automatically updated.   
; Custom List is populated and maintained by the user.  Admissions, transfers and discharges are not automatically updated.; Relationship List are a list of patients that the provider has established a relationship with in the system. Patients can be removed from list when the provider inactivates their relationship.
